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512.5 STUDENT SERVICES

I. PURPOSE

It is the mission of the District School Transportation Program to provide transportation
to all students who reside within the boundaries of the District. Riding the school bus is a
privilege, not a right.

II. GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

All students are expected to follow the same behavioral standards while riding District
buses as are expected on District property or at District activities, functions or events. All
District rules are in effect while a student is riding the bus or at the bus stop.

III. CONSEQUENCES

Consequences for District bus/bus stop misconduct will be imposed by the District staff
and will follow the guidelines established by the bus company the District has contracted
with for services. In addition, all school bus/bus stop misconduct will be reported to the
District Transportation Supervisor/Safety Director. Serious misconduct will be reported to
the Department of Public Safety and may be reported to local law enforcement. School
buses transporting students in the District may be equipped with video cameras. A
number of cameras may be rotated among buses. The tapes will be used for driver
training and as student training aids. See Administrative Rules and Regulations for
implementation of this School Board policy.
